The Importance of Fac-
ing Failure: 
  

1. It leaves nothing hidden. 
“ After looking around to 
make sure no one was 
watching , Moses killed the 
Egyptian and buried him in 
the sand . “ (Ex. 2:12 NLT)  

  
-Hidden failure isn’t erased; its discovery is  
  only delayed. Exodus 2:14  
  
“Who made you a prince or a judge over us? 
Are you intending to kill me, as you killed the 
Egyptian? “Then Moses was afraid, and said, 
“Surely the matter has become known 
‘(Exodus 2: 14) 
  
-Failure that isn’t resolved in private will be  
  revealed in public. 
 
“ Thus says the Lord, Behold , I will raise up 
evil against you from your own household … 
Indeed you did it secretly , but I will do this 
thing before all Israel , and under the sun ( 2 
Samuel 12: 11 -12 ) 
  
“Put me on trial, Lord, and cross – examine 
me.
