Test yourselves to make 
sure you are solid in the 

faith. Don't drift along tak-
ing everything for granted. 
Give yourselves regular 
checkups. You need first-

hand evidence, not mere hearsay that Jesus 
Christ is in you. Test it out. If you fail the test, 
do something about it.  
 
How have you been lately? Was there any en-
couragement from belonging to Christ? Any 
comfort from His love? Any fellowship to-
gether in the Spirit? Were your hearts tender 
and compassionate? Were you selfless, think-
ing of others as better than yourselves? (Eph. 
2:1, 3) Were your words filled with hope and 
gratitude? Were your hearts and countenances 
filled with joy and glow? Or was it the other 
way around? ... disappointments, complaints, 
boredom and exhaustion? 
 
Those all happened to me before I wrote down 
this. I was so entangled with the busyness of 
life—being a wife, a mother, an employee, a 
Christian worker-- trying to do everything and 

be everything for the people around me. The 
desires, burdens and loads overwhelmed me, 
even though I maintain the ‘spiritual activity’---
consistently in the Christian circle, giving out 
myself, but inwardly ebbing away. 
 
Just like all of you, as ordinary Christians, I am 
also vulnerable. And I want to be honest with 
you, just I am honest to the Lord, whom I des-
perately called for help, just like Peter did 
when he began to sink into the water. And 
God, in His faithfulness, came to the rescue. 
Unexpectedly, I was able to attend a Women’s 
Conference, in which God pointed out what 
was wrong with me and released me. 
 
I appreciate those conferences, forums and fel-
lowships that are being held for spiritual en-
hancement and evaluation. They are one of 
those special times of reflection and times of 
refreshing before God, in which we need to 
grab. 
So, just like our physical bodies, we also need 
to do a regular spiritual check-up.
