The American Pit Bull Terrier

and smooth, well-defined musculature. It is a dog
breed that is loyal to friends and family, and
friendly to strangers. Under a firm hand, they are
obedient and show a high desire to please. How-
ever, when left without direction they can be be-
come stubborn and they're a breed well-known
for dog aggression. Some were even reported to
cause harm or death to people.

In our Christian life ,there are lot of things like the
pit-bull that we need to take control, They are
deadly if let loose .If we could not exercise control
over them, they can harm us, and worst destroy
us. Here are some of these.

1. The Tongue- it was not born-again when you
accepted Christ. James said plainly that

our tongue need to be controlled because they are
restless and evil, and always spreading deadly
poison. James is not talking about unbelievers, his
talking about us.

He said further that with our tongues we speak
both praises and curses.

The tongue is deadly if not tamed, it has the
power to kill. Pro 18:21 saidd death and life are in
the power of the tongued. James even said that he
who canit control his tongue is self-deceived Jas
1:26. Your tongue will betray you without you
knowing it.

Our prayer should be like David in Psa. 141:3 He
prayedo Set a guard, O LORD, over my mouth;
keep watch over the door of my lips!é6 And after
we pray lets fill our hearts with words of God
because Jesus said that what comes out of the
mouth come from the heart.(Mat 15:18) So when
the time comes that our tongue become restless,
we can be safe that what will come out will bring
praise and life instead of cursing and death.

2. The Eyes- The Lord said "Your eyes are win-
dows into your body. If you open your eyes wide
in wonder and belief, your body fills up with
light.( Mt 6:32)

Light can be bright if the glass tube is clean, but if
the glass tube is covered with dirt ,however pow-
erful the bulb is, the light will be obscured. In
same way, even how powerful Christ is in our
life, if we will not control what we see, our Chris-
tian testimony will be less powerful. Guard your
eyes, be careful where you focus it. It is more
powerful than a video camera, what it catches can
either make your life brighter or dimmer.

Your eyes are your slave actually, but if you let it
focus on something not pleasant (watching vio-
lent, horror things), or things lustful (reading or
watching pornographic things), you let loose con-
trol of your eye. Job made a promise (covenant,
agreement) with his eye.(Job 31:1)Your life testi-
mony is the result of what you are seeing. Make a
covenant with your eye, because it want to see
things that are beautiful in God sight. Your eyes
are waiting on your promise.

3. The Mind-is the storage of our thoughts. Prov.
23:7 said 6What we think is what we become 0.
Safe guard your thoughts and the only way to
guard it is through prayer. Evil thoughts come
only if we entertain them.(Mt 9:4) Paulis advise is
oDon't worry about anything, but pray about eve-
rything and with thankful hearts offer up your
prayers and requests to God. Then, because you
belong to Christ Jesus, God will bless you with
peace that no one can completely understand.
And this peace will control the way you think
and feel6 Php. 4:6-7.

The eyes, the tongue ,and the mind are part of our
body we must exercise control. It is called self-
control. Paul said each one of us should know
how to control our own body 1Th 4:4 .
