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GOD  BLESS YOU 
In Christian community 
we always hear this 
phrase “God Bless” or 

“God bless you”. You can 
hear them inside the church, 
we say it when we end a con-
versation, see them on letters, 
e-mails, greeting cards, etc.  
What does this phrase really 
mean and what good does it 

do to the person who hears it? 
 
‘Bless’ means to speak well of or to wish well, 
praise or extol. To be blessed means “to be fa-
vored by God”. To express a blessing therefore is 
directly associated with God and come from God. 
He wants to bless His people. God is a giver of 
good things in life. 
 
We are blessed. Believe it because it’s true! 
Psalms128: 1~2, Proverbs 10:6, Jeremiah 29:11 are 
verses that tell us that God wants to bless us  in 
many ways.  Psalms 1 tells us what we must do in 
order to be blessed by God. 
 
1. WE MUST BE SEPARATED FROM THE 
WORLD (Psalms 1:1)  
 
If we want God’s blessings there is a point where 
we must be separated from the world.  We are to 
be transformers and not conformist (Mt. 6:24 Ro-
mans 12:2).  We have to live a genuine Christina 
life. It is not wrong to have material possessions 
as long as these things don’t drain us our time, 
effort and energy that we don’t have any left for 
God.  Remember 1 John 2: 15~17 “The world may 
appear friendly, but the world and it’s ways are 
in opposition to God”.  Make God our priority in 
every aspect of our lives. 
 
2. WE MUST BE SATURATED WITH THE 
WORD (Psalms 1:2) 
 
We need to delight (have pleasure/be happy/
have enjoyment) in God’s Word and meditate on 
it day and night. God is pleased when we pay 
attention to Him and His WORD because when 
we do so He will give us the desires of our hearts 
(Psalms 37:4). We need to improve our knowl-
edge of the Bible.  God doesn’t expect us to be 

scholars, but He does expect us to study His 
Word, at least enough to defend our faith or ex-
plain what we believe. 2 Timothy 2:15 says  we 
need to be workmen who know their tools and 
how to use them correctly. We need to know the 
Bible and how to use it. 
 
Can you quote John3:16, Psalms 23, 1 John 1:9, 
John 14:6 etc.? 
 
 
3. WE MUST BE SITUATEDBY THE WATERS 
(Psalms 1:3) 
 
Can you imagine the earth without trees?  Trees 
are important to this world and man.  It is  valu-
able as it helps to hold the soil together, prevent 
erosion, provide protection & food for humans, 
plants & animals. Its leaves absorb carbon dioxide 
and produce oxygen. It provides  wood for build-
ings.  However, it cannot stand on it’s own, it  
needs sunlight and water in order  to survive and 
grow. Just as trees need water for life and growth, 
so do humans. 
 
Not only  water is  important for our survival but 
also the living water that comes from God’s 
Spirit. To bear spiritual fruit we must draw from 
the water of God’s spirit. 
Romans 8:26 says many times we are weak in our 
life. Things happen to us that drain the life out of 
us - losing a loved one  in death, trouble in work, 
home, etc. It is then the Holy Spirit comes to our 
aid. Ephesians 3:16 also state that some things are 
hard to face in life and hard to cope with. During 
these times we can pray  to God to strengthen us 
inwardly by the power of His Spirit. The Holy 
Spirit is stronger than our strongest foe. We need 
to be situated by the waters, situated by the Holy 
Spirit. 
 
God can do more in us, more than we will ever 
ask for and  more than we can imagine. How? By 
the power of the Holy Spirit at work within us. 
Let Him be, Let Him work Let Him do His thing . 
DO YOU KNOW YOU ARE BLESSED BY GOD? 
Do you know that He wants to Bless you even 
more?  He can and will, JUST OBEY!  GOD BLESS 
YOU!
