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TREAT GOD WITH EXTRA CARE 
Ecclesiastes 5:4-6 
tells us “When you 

make a promise to 
God, don’t delay in fol-
lowing through, for 
God takes no pleasure 
in fools.  Keep all the 
promises you make to 

him.  It is better to say nothing than to 
make a promise and not keep it.  Don’t 
let your mouth make you sin.  And 
don’t defend yourself by telling the 
Temple messenger that the promise 
you made was a mistake.  That would 
make God angry and he might wipe 
out everything you have achieved.” 
 
Solomon warns his readers about mak-
ing foolish promises to God.  In Israel-
ite culture, making vows was a serious 
matter.  Vows were voluntary, but once 
made, they were unbreakable (Deut 
23:21-23).  It is foolish to make a vow 
you cannot keep or to play games with 
God by only partially fulfilling your 
vow (Proverbs 20:25). 
 

We tend to make a promise to God 
when we are in desperate or hopeless 
situations and we need him to do a 
miracle in our life.  We prioritize him 
just because we need something from 
him but when he has done his part or 
everything turns well with us we forget 
about our promise and  make him the 
least in our priorities. 
 
It’s better not to vow than to make a 
vow to God and break it.  If you make 
a vow, keep it.   God should be treated 
with extra care and seriousness, not 
lightly or casually.  Vows are common,  
Jesus told his followers in James 5:12 
not to use them – their word alone 
should be enough. 
 
Are you known as a person of your 
word?  Truthfulness seems so rare that 
we feel we must end our statements 
with “I promise”.  If we tell the truth 
all the time, we will have less pressure 
to back up our words with an oath or 
promise.
