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PREVENTING HOMOSEXUALITY IN YOUR KIDS 
(Gen.1:27) 

 Homosexual attractions are symptoms’ of a pre-
ventable developmental disorder. Once the symp-
toms are observed prompt intervention and treat-
ment can prevent a homosexuality outcome, but it is 
preferable to prevent the conditions which cause the 
disorder in the first place. 
 
The best prevention of homosexuality in boys is a 
strong father/son relation which the father affirms 
the masculine identity of the son. 
It is absolutely essential that all adults and older 
children unequivocally affirm the boys masculine 
identity, and show disapproval toward stereotypi-
cally girly activities and cross dressing. A simple 
”Boys don’t do that.” On the first occasion is suffi-
cient. 
 
The mother must encourage her son’s competence 
and mastery and teach him how to overcome his 
fears and anxieties. 
The mother must affirm her respect for manhood 
and men, particularly if the father is clearly deficient 
or absent. 
The boy must have a chance to observe happily mar-
riage close up and understand that love between 
husband and wife is a beautiful thing. 
The boy needs boy playmates who share his inter-
ests. 
 

The mother should be modest in front of her chil-
dren and respect their modesty. Children should not 
observe sexual acts. 
Children should be protected from sexual molesta-
tion by adults or other children, with a yearly admo-
nition from their parents that if any thrice to touch 
their private parts or asks them to touch his parts, 
they are to tell immediately and that people who do 
such things are usually liars. 
Parents need to teach children to forgive those who 
injure them, to reject envy and self-pity, and to prac-
tice virtue. The difference between boys who be-
come homosexual and those who do not is not sim-
ply that the former were traumatized and the latter 
not. Almost all children experience traumas of one 
sort or another.  The difference may be that for the 
homosexually attracted the trauma remained un-
healed. In many cases bitterness, envy, unforgive-
ness, and self-pity were either allowed to fester or 
subtly encourage. 
 
The word of God is so plain to every individuals 
whether men or women.  The family must take a 
stand in helping our young boys and girls to live 
normally in this world. 

“NATURE OF SPIRITUAL ENEMY” (1 Pet.5:8 NKJV) 

Be sober, be vigilant; 
because[a] your adver-
sary the devil walks 
about like a roaring lion, 

seeking whom he may devour. 
 
Satan knows the nature of man, 
he knows man’s weaknesses, 
and he knows how to fall man’s 
tears and drive through the 
emotions. Satan is the spiritual 

enemy (Jn.10:10 ; Rev.12:9), skilled and experienced. 
We need spiritual discernment and Godly wisdom 
to become aware to the nature of spiritual enemy. 
 
1. The Walks of the Devil - (v.8c)   “…the devil 

walks…”      
He is the accuser, the deceiver, and the destroyer 
that  cause  to  separation  (marriages),  division 
(churches), and has many disguises. Let’s study the 
practical walks of the devil: Look at what happen to 
other young men, Satan deceived many to make 
worldly songs so that young men could hardly use 
for the kingdom of God and some couldn’t worship 
God effectively. The songs of the world implanted 
into their hearts. Another, the world thinks that it is 
cool and funny to imitate the face of an evil. Some 
are using “evil face expression” at gawing profile 
picture sa facebook and some are using satanic hand 
symbols and nude pictures. Beware that these are 
the walks of the devil for he disguises himself want-
ing to be part of our normal lives. He walks in our

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daily lives and waiting what are the 
things we spend more time with. We 
must discern his walks daily. Chris-
tians can be blinded. The walks, the 
works and his ways are harmful, dan-
gerous and perishable. Even the devil 
walks, he cannot block our way if we 
walk in the light through living in the 
Word of God and God will direct our 
paths (Ps.119:105). Like Enoch, he 
walked with God (Gen.5:22). 
 
2. The Voice of the Devil – (v.8d)  “ …
roaring…”    
Could you hear the devil’s roaring? Is 
your spiritual ears are very sensitive to 
hear his voice? His voice is convincing 
to the minds if we entertain him. If 
there’s no personal devotion with 
God, his roaring voice will attack in 
our minds down to our hearts and 
become rooted. When it becomes 
rooted, it will affect the faith to be 
grown cold. We need to be God’s 
voice-conscious instead of enemy’s 
voice-conscious. Laging nagre-rebuke 
sa voice ng enemy ngunit hindi nagre-
rhema ba ang voice ng Panginoon sa 
buhay mo? How can we resist the 
devil if we will not submit first our-
selves (body, soul and spirit) to God? 
(Jas.4:7). 
The Masquerade of the Devil – (v.8e)   
“…lion…” 
His nature also represents a misrepre-
sentation. The truth is, he is not actu-
ally the true lion that we should be 
afraid of. He only roars ‘like’ a lion to 
attempt us frighten. The True Lion 
that we must be afraid of is the Lord 
Jesus Christ, the Lion of the tribe of 
Judah, the Root of David (Rev.5:5). 
Another, the devil himself masquer-
ades as an angel of light and no won-
der, his servants masquerade as ser-
vants of righteousness (2 Cor.11:15). 
The enemy wears a mask! He is just 
frighten us and intimidate us. Unfor-
tunately, he is already disarmed in 
powers and in authorities because of 
the victorious works of our Lord Jesus 
Christ at the cross (Col.2:15). Their end 
will be what their actions deserve (2 
Cor.11:15). 
 
As Christians, what must be our nature so 
that we will crush the nature of the spiri-
tual enemy? 
1. Be Vigilant – (v.8a) 
The vigilant Christian is the one who 
is on the lookout for his spiritual, emo-

tions and physical well-being. Because 
in God, we live and move and have 
our being (Acts 17:28). It is not normal 
for Christians being part of the “never-
ending gossips team”. Some are al-
ways complaining, nagging, and lose 
out of control due to circumstances 
and never notice that these are at-
tached in their normal daily lives. 
These must be guarded. It must be 
resisted because these might be one of 
the reasons of voluntarily go away 
from Him. Be vigilant through repen-
tance (Lk.15:7) for there will be rejoic-
ing in heaven over one sinner who 
repents. Our repentant hearts will turn 
to trust in the Lord. The Lord wants to 
guard anything that will cause us 
away from Him. Be vigilant through 
developing the habit of interceding 
and praying in the Spirit (Eph.6:18). 
 
2. Be Sober – (v.8b) 
The opposite of not being sobriety is 
carelessness and recklessness. “My 
people are perish because of lack of 
knowledge” (Hos.4:6). We need to 
become more realistic to our real con-
nection to the True Lion (Jesus Christ). 
Christians must marked by serious-
ness. Be sober in what you are think-
ing (2 Cor.10:5) because you become 
what you always have in your mind. 
Be sober in what you are seeing 
(Ps.119:18) because the lust of the eyes 
is active in this world (1Jn.2:16). Be 
sober in what you are saying (Col.4:6), 
this must be full of grace. Be sober in 
what you are hearing (Rom.10:17) so 
that faith will increase. And be sober 
in what you are doing (1 Cor.10:31) for 
whatever we do, we do it for the glory 
of God. 
We will not wonder the nature of the 
devil and we will not be surprised the 
nature of his comrades (demons) - 2 
Cor.11:14-15. Jesus taught us to forgive 
others because they are not the real 
enemy. We are not fighting against 
flesh and blood (Eph.6:12). Hate the 
sin not the sinner. We need to forgive 
each other as Christ forgave us for we 
are not unaware the schemes of the 
devil (2 Cor.2:10-11). Satan might not 
outwit us or surpass us in wisdom for 
we know his nature. Through the fin-
ished works of the Lord Jesus Christ at 
the Calvary, we will fight the battle 
from victory to victory!  To God be the 
glory…
