tention is a storm. It's a

strange way to deliver
a blessing, but it works! At
the end of every storm, we
B will come to appreciate
# God’s love more than ever

. B8 if we understand God's

methods. These divine tempest can come in
various shapes and sizes and they can be
categorized into two: correcting storms and
perfecting storms.

Correcting storms do one thing well: They
correct! Simple but effective. These storms
usually crop up when we are heading in the
wrong direction. When we run from God we
will find ourselves facing the storm of conse-
quences, the storm of conscience or the storm
of complaints. Just like in the life of prophet
Jonah when he headed in the opposite direc-
tion. There will be times when we’re headed
off to our own "Tarshish" and God's loving
intervention will come through a storm. It’s
not intended to capsize us but to correct us.

Perfecting storms are the most confusing at
times. Particularly if we think that if we do
God'’s will, everything will be smooth and
we will not encounter hardships. If that were

true, then Jesus’ life would have been one of
ease and leisure. Yet nothing is further from
the truth.

In Matthew 14, Peter gets out of the boat to
walk on the water in the midst of the furious
storm. “Seeing the wind” (v.30) Peter begins
to sink because he focuses on the problems.
He loses confidence in his choice to follow
Jesus out onto the water. The Lord immedi-
ately reaches out His hand, pulls him up and
simply asks, “Why did you doubt?”(v.31).
Here we can see how Peter failed, but we
must remember that he had enough faith to
walk on the water in the first place. It can be
called imperfect faith. That storm was not
there to correct Peter’s faith; it's purpose was
to perfect it! As it says, in 1Pet.5:10 “ After
you have suffered for a little while, the God
of all grace, who called you to His eternal
glory in Christ, will Himself perfect, confirm,
strengthen and establish you.”

There will be times when God corrects us
and there will be times when God perfects
us. Both can be painful. But God allows the
correcting storms and perfecting storms in
our life just for one reason: He LOVES US
enough and He can even use such a strange
way to BLESS US !

Before you
send money to any cause evalu-
ate it carefully. Is the teacher or
preacher clearly serving God or
merely promoting his /her own
interest?.

c. Lying -Is the leader offended
when you ask for the scriptural
backing behind his\ her state-
ment? Does he/she fudge on
the facts when asked

for evidence? They will claim
that the word is not to be taken
literally. They will bring the
gospel to dispute by twisting its
message.

11.Two essential ways not to be

We can defend by knowing the
truth .we do that by studying
the Bible .you must understand
the basic doctrines of the

faith .so that you can recognize
false doctrines and prevent
wrong teaching.(2 Timothy
3:16)
