A soldier of God has a motive 
within him which moves him to do no-
ble deeds - Isaiah 32:8 (ISV ) ñ But 
those who are decent ( soldiers of 
God ) plan noble things, and by noble 
deeds they standò.  A Divine spirit im-
pels him to the most self sacrificing 
actions. 

We see Christians as a soldier of 
God and it is one of the main things in 
Christian life to contend, earnestly for 
the faith, and to fight valorously 
against sin.
