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As Jesus was about to 
leave the earth, He in-
structed Peter to care for 

the dearest or closest to his 
heart - His Sheep. Who are 
these sheep? They are be-
lievers who had come to 
know God, especially new 
believers. A new believer 
needs to be fed about the 
new life he or she had re-
ceived from God. Jesus spent 

three years with His disciples doing the ministry 
His Father has instructed Him to do. He had 
seen the outspoken Peter that he would be the 
leader of the twelve and the right person to be 
given the instruction “Feed my sheep”.  
 
In John 21:15~17, Jesus asked Peter three times 
“Do you love Me?” Peter answered, “ Yes Lord; 
You know that I love You.” Each time, Jesus 
answered, “Feed My sheep.” Was Jesus unaware 
of Peter`s love and loyalty?  Of course not. Je-
sus’ threefold question was not for himself but 
for Peter’s sake.  He asked the question to un-
derscore the essential truth that only love for 
Christ would sustain Peter in the work that lay 
ahead – that arduous, demanding work of caring 
for peoples souls, perhaps the hardest work of 
all.  As we read & observe our text, Jesus did 
not ask Peter if he loved His sheep, but if He 
loved Him. Affection for God`s people in itself 
will not sustain us, His sheep can be unrespon-

sive, unappreciative, and harshly critical of our 
efforts to love and to serve them. In the end, we 
will find ourselves defeated and discouraged. 
 
When I was a new believer of Christ, I have 
been in a church where I was fed by the leaders, 
pastors and mature Christians.  It came to pass 
that there were conflicts among the leaders and 
this affected the growth of the new believers. 
The only thing that sustained me was my desire 
to seek, to know, to obey and love God. I 
searched for another church and God is faithful 
to those who seek, obey and Love Him.  
God can bring out the very best of us for those 
who LOVE him very much. How could anyone 
care for the sheep as Jesus cares?  Only out of 
love for Him, there is no other way. The “love 
of Christ”, our love for Him is the only suffi-
cient motivation that will enable us to stay in the 
course, to continue to feed the flock of God. 
Thus Jesus asks you and me, “Do you love Me? 
Feed my sheep”.

P. Herbert Rodreguez 
JCOB   Kami-fukuoka 
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Luke 8:40~48, tells us of a sick 
woman who encounters Jesus 
Christ. This woman has been sub-
ject to bleeding for twelve years but 
no one could heal her. When she 
heard that Jesus was coming to 
their place, she aggressively rushed 

and pushed herself through the 
crowd. In her desperate situation, 
the only thing that was on her mind 
was to touch Jesus and be healed. 
Even though she was very weak, 
her strength is drained, unclean and 
should not mingle with other 
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����people, she was determined 
and will not give up.  In her 
determination and great effort, 
she was able to touch the edge 
of Jesus’ cloak and immedi-
ately her bleeding stopped. 
Jesus knew someone touched 
Him because power had gone 
out of Him so he asked “Who 
touched me?” The woman did-
n’t admit it at once but seeing 
she could not go unnoticed, 
came to Jesus trembling and 
fell at his feet. In the presence 
of all the people, she told why 
she had touched him and how 
she had been instantly healed. 
Then he said to her, 
“Daughter, your faith has 
healed you. Go in peace”. 
 
This story talks about aggres-
siveness which means making 
an all-out effort to win and 
succeed. What does this teach 
us regarding spiritual warfare?  
As Christians, we experience 
different kinds of attacks from 
Satan and his cohorts. Satan 
doesn’t want us to get close to 
God so will attack our physi-
cal health, finances, spiritual 
growth, families, etc.  To 
overcome attacks, just as the 
woman did, we should: 
 

1. Stand aggressively on our 
faith even if we think we are 
“unclean”.  Faith is the only 
way to repel attacks.  If we 
have faith, there will always 
be hope. 
2. Declare your faith to every-
one and we must not be 
ashamed. 
3. Always testify God’s bless-
ings, goodness and healing.  
 
Faith is very important so it 
must be sustained by: 
 
1. Daily prayer (1 Thes 5:16-

18). 
2. Daily read, study and medi-

tate on the Word of God  
(Psalm 1:2).  

3. Daily praise and worship 
God (Psalm 150:1-6). 

4. Regular fellowship with be-
lievers (Phil 2:1-4). 

 
Remember the enemy is ag-
gressive so we should be more 
aggressive to be victorious!
