out! He taught us to be in no doubt
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recognized their reality. The evil
spirits want to hide and want a
L house to rest. They can’t rest to a
Y(lb@ﬁ:‘%a%axe glready occupied by
another Spirit. They can just rest if
it is empty house. In other words,
human’s body is a house of inhab-
itants. If the evil spirit comes to a
person, it goes through dry places
Qdeglvirtpuryst and doesn’t find it
‘(R0 9:43). They are numerous and
rulers of darkness. They live only to
do the devil’s bidding. They are
morally corrupt as spirit beings.
They are like spies working for
some lethal enemy and target the
weak spots. The most important
thing to know, the Holy Spirit wants

. us to have more fellowship with

Him. We rest in His holy presence
than any other spirit’s presence.
And In Him we can find a place of
comfort.
III. Discern The Influence Of
Satan — (Acts 5:1-9)

God sets apart His church. He conse

crated it for a holy purpose. Discern-
ing of spirits must not take for
granted. Let the Holy Spirit will
open your spiritual ears to listen
deeply for divine insight. Discern
the influence of Satan by relying on
the spiritual understanding in the
mind of God. Learn from the wis-
dom of the indwelling Spirit to make
wise discernment. Stand firm in
faith. Discerning of spirits is not a
gift of discerning the faults in other
people. Fault finding is not from
God. What had happened to
Ananias and Sapphira seized great
fear over the whole church of Jeru-
salem. Why is that so? They were
not wicked in contributing only a
part from property sold. We dig
deeper than that, they were being
filled with Satan’s spirit. By that,
they were standing against the Holy
Spirit. Peter had known them that he
released words with divine authority.
God revealed His grace to this pas
sage. Why? This is a message for the
church today. He wants to protect
His church. He had set it apart. In
God’s sight, His church is righteous,
holy, perfect, spotless and without
blemish (Eph.5:27). Whatever the
mopping up operation had happened,
true believers are not living to obey
the fear of the devil.

Through our Lord Jesus we received
grace to call us to the obedience that
comes from faith for His name’s
sake (Rom.1:5). Satan is a defeated
foe because of Jesus’ finished work.
(Rom.8:37) We are called more than
conquerors, then. We are now fight-
ing from faith to faith to stay on a
victory ground!
