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            Symbols of the Holy Spirit 
In the Bible are found a 
number of symbols of the 
Holy Spirit, several of which 
are: 

WATER.—Water may symbol-
ize more than one Biblical 
truth. It tells us of judgment. 
By water earth was deluged 
in the days of Noah (Gen.7): 
by water Pharaoh and his 
army were drowned (Ex. 

14:28). Water may also symbolize cleansing through 
obedience to the Word—”He saved us, by the washing 
of regeneration, and renewing of the Holy Ghost” (Titus 
3:5) Water as a symbol of the Holy Spirit. When Jesus 
talked with the woman of Samaria He compared salva-
tion through the Spirit to the water in the well which 
Jacob had dug—”Whosoever drinketh of this water 
shall thirst again: but whosoever drinketh of the water 
that I shall give him shall never thirst” (John 4:13, 14) 
      FIRE—”Fire represents: (1) The Presence of God and 
(2) The Power of God.” He refers to the burning bush 
and the appearance of the Lord to Moses in the bush 
(Ex. 3:2-6); the fire that fell upon the sacrifice of Elijah 
when he contended with the priests of Baal (1 Kings 
18:38); and the fire that attended the baptism with the 
Spirit at Pentecost (Acts 2:3)  
 When John the Baptist announced the coming of 
Christ, he said “He shall baptize you with the Holy Ghost 
and with fire” (Matt. 3:11) 
     WINE—  Dr. George Pardington says: “As a symbol of 
the Spirit, wine stands for stimulation, exhilaration, and 

hence, rejoicing”— “And wine that maketh glad the 
heart of man.” Psa. 105:15. “Give . . . Wine unto those 
that be of a heavy heart.” Prov. 31:6. “In Eph. 5:18, two 
possible sources of stimulation are indicated—
drunkenness and deity; full of wine or full of the Spirit. 
Human nature needs a stimulus of some kind. Doubt-
less the Holy Spirit was intended to be the original 
stimulus of humanity, but Satan has invented alcohol as 
a substitute.”— Farr. 
  “Be not drunk with wine, but be filled with the 
Spirit” (Eph. 5:18) is as much a command of God as 
“Thou shalt not steal.” One of the results of being so 
filled is the “speaking to yourselves in psalms, and 
hymns, and spiritual songs, singing and making melody 
in your heart unto the Lord” (v. 19) 
     WIND—Wind becomes a beautiful symbol of the 
Spirit. Jesus introduced it as such. When speaking to 
Nicodemus He said, “The wind bloweth where it listeth 
(Willeth), and thou hearest the sound thereof, but canst 
not tell whence it cometh, and whither it goeth: so is 
every one that is born of the Spirit” ( John 3:8) 
    Dr. Farr Says concerning the Holy Spirit under the 
symbol of wind: 
     This symbol suggests the idea of universal expansion, 
life, and activity. Air is everywhere, touching, penetrat-
ing, and sustaining all things. Wind is air in motion; 
gently, in a breeze, swiftly, in a gale; and by the circula-
tion of the air currents, healthfulness and purity are 
carried over the earth. The Holy Spirit likewise is the 
source and producer of natural, intellectual, and spiri-
tual life, purity, and power.

The Promised Land is a term used to de-
scribe the land promised or given by God, 
according to the Hebrew Bible, to the Is-
raelites, the descendant of Jacob. The 
promise is firstly made to Abraham 
(Gen.15:18-21) and then renewed to his 
son Isaac, and to Isaacôs son Jacob 
(Gen.28:13),Abrahamôs grandson.  The 
promised land was described in terms of 
the territory from the River of Egypt to the 

Euphrates river (Exo.23:31) and was 
given to their descendants after the Exo-
dus. (Deut.1:8) 
       Every land we take is our inheritance 
from God. Abraham was blessed by God 
to be a blessing to that nations, as Abra-
ham’s  seed,  We  inherit  that  promise. 
That’s why every place we go, we make a 
declaration not just a place of mission but 
a land of inheritance,

heritance. How we know? God 
say first in His word (Gen.15:8). 
The Bible says that we will re-
ceive power when the Holy Spirit 
comes upon and we will be his 
witnesses in Jerusalem (our fam-
ily),Samaria(friends, relatives, 
neighbors) and to the ends of the 
earth (nations) our inheritance.

      Abraham desires offspring- 
The Lord promises him seed in 
number as the stars-HE BE-
LIEVES THE PROMISE- 
(Gen.15:6) His seed shall be 
strangers in Egypt-Then, after 
four generations, they shall in-
herit Canaan. The Lord blessed 
Abraham because HE OBEYED 
God’s voice, and kept God’s 
charge (Abrahamic covenant), 
God’s commandments, God’s 
statutes, and God’s law 
(Gen.26:5). Abraham did every-
thing that God told him to do. 
Even though God gave the Law 
to Moses many years after Abra-
ham died (Exo.19:20). Abraham 
FAITHFUL OBEDIENCE in the 
past (Gen.17:9-14, 23-27/
Gen.22:9-18) was to be an exam-
ple of how the people should be 
loyal to God’s commands. 
       Isaac forbids Jacob to marry 
a Canaanite- He blesses Jacob 
and his seed with the blessings of 
Abraham- Jacob sees in vision a 
ladder reaching up into heaven 
(Gen.28:12). The Lord promises 
him seed as the dust of the earth 
in number-Also, that in him and 
in his seed shall all the families 
of the earth be blessed. The gods 

of certain people ,such as the an-
cient Mesopotamians, were con-
nected to particular places, and 
they only gave protection within 
that area. But the Lord God of 
Abraham and Isaac promised to 
be with Jacob no matter where he 
went. Jacob covenants to PAY 
TITHES (Gen.28:22). Jacob 
promise to give one-tenth may 
refer to his offering part of his 
flock of sheep or goats as a sacri-
fice to God. Some years later, 
Jacob did have his own flocks 
(Gen.31:1-18). 
     We as a children of God we 
can also receive a blessing like 
Abraham if we follow his exam-
ples ;Just believe in God’s prom-
ise, be obedience in God’s com-
mandment and be faithful with 
our tithes. We are the heirs of 
God(Romans 8:16-17) 
      Step into our promised land 
today! God has a promised land 
in store for all of His children 
and He wants to see us enter into 
that covenant. Our promised land 
could be the renewing of our 
marriage, the salvation of our 
children, being set free from the 
bondage of illness or just an all 
around freedom from negative 
thinking. Only God knows what 
that promised land is for us/you 
but deep in our heart we know 
you know that He wants to see us 
through to the promised land.
