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Is Jesus Enough? 
 Would God send His only 
Son to bear our sin, becom-
ing sin itself, and then judge 
Him without mercy for that 
sin if His sacrifice wasn’t 

enough? No! Yet, many Chris-
tians act as though it wasn’t 
enough and continue to believe 
God is withholding His blessing 
because of their sin. It’s time to 
learn the truth. 
Let me start by making this radical 
statement. If you’re conscious 

of sin, then you truly don’t understand the grace of 
your salvation through Jesus. It sounds radical, but 
it’s true. That is totally different than the way most peo-
ple think. It’s different than what most of us have been 
told. But this is what God’s Word declares. God is not 
imputing, or laying to our account, our sin. 
Second Corinthians 5:19 says,“To wit, that God was in 
Christ, reconciling the world unto himself, not im-
puting their trespasses unto them; and hath com-
mitted unto us the word of reconcilia-
tion,” (emphasis mine). 
Sin consciousness has been ground into us. Graceis 
not the way of the world. In this earth almost everything 
is based on performance, and because it is, it always 
forces us to focus on our weaknesses. That perform-
ance mentality then transfers into religion where we’re 
taught to focus on our sin. However, where God is con-
cerned, it’s just the opposite. In fact, sin isn’t even an 
issue with God. Why? Because our sin is not being 
imputed, or charged, to our account. It’s being charged 
to Jesus’ account, and He already paid the bill. Accord-
ing to what we have just read. 2 Cor. 5:19 It’s time to let 
the Bible get in the way of wrong theology.  
Hebrews 9:11-12 says,“But Christ,………by his own 
blood he entered in once into the holy place, having 
obtained eternal redemption for us,”  

If words mean anything, think about these words: Jesus 
entered in once! Do you know what once means in the 
Greek? It means once. It means He doesn’t do it over 
and over again. Every time you sin, the Lord doesn’t 
have to wait until you repent and then get that sin under 
the blood. It isn’t God who is condemning us when we 
sin; it’s our own consciences. We haven’t purged our 
consciences with the truth of what Jesus has done with 
sin.  
Praise God, He isn’t giving you what you deserve; 
He is giving you what Jesus deserves. Jesus paid for 
sin one time, past, present, and even the sins you will 
commit in the future. How can that be, you ask. Jesus 
only died one time for our sins two thousand years ago.
( Hebrews 9:25-28) He made the payment once and it 
will never be made again. The price for sin, all sin, 
has been paid! 
We have received an eternal inheritance (Heb. 9:15) 
that cannot be taken away. Your inheritance is not tem-
porary; it’s eternal. To understand this, you have to see 
yourself as God sees you. In your born-again spirit, 
you are as clean and holy and pure as Jesus is. Re-
ligion has you looking at your flesh. It has you searching 
the soulish realm of thoughts, attitudes, and feelings. 
But that is not what God is looking at. He is looking at 
your spirit, the part of you that’s become a new creation. 
Second Corinthians 5:17 says“Therefore if any man 
be in Christ, he is a new creature: old things are 
passed away; behold, all things are become new.” 
What part of you is new? It’s not the flesh and it’s not 
the soul; it’s your born-again spirit. Your spirit is right-
eous, holy, and pure. Sin does not affect your spirit.

That He had chosen us before 
the foundation of the of the world and 
predestined us unto adaptation of chil-

dren by Jesus Christ himself according 
to the pleasure of his will.

   Those who ,believe and trust after 
hearing the word of truth gospel of sal-
vation were sealed with the Holy spirit 
of promise. Eph. 1:13 The seal of the 
holy spirit is very important in claiming 
our inheritance in heaven. Apostle Paul 
describe us .. 
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     How the Holy Spirit Secure 
Our Inheritance  
 # He is a seal -  In Paul day 
important documents were 
sealed with wax and then im-
printed with an identifying 
symbol, usually by pressing a 
signet ring into the wax. And 
that seal had three major func-
tions, each of which helps us 
to understand something about 
how the Holy Spirit secures 
our inheritance for us: 
# A mark of ownership 
In Paul `s day livestock, and 
even slaves, were marked with 
a seal to show ownership, 
similar to the way a rancher 
might brand his cattle even 
today. The seal helped to pre-
vent theft and to avoid dis-
putes about ownership. In 
much the same way, the Holy 
Spirit seals us as proof that we 
belong to God. Paul writes 
about that aspect of sealing in 
2 Corinthians 1:21-22 NIV 
[Now it is God who makes 
both us and you stand firm in 
Christ. He anointed us, set his 
seal of ownership on us, and 
put his Spirit in our hearts as a 
deposit, guaranteeing what is 
to come.]  
# A symbol of preservation 
You can recall that when Jesus 
was taken down off the cross 
and placed in the tomb, the 
tomb was sealed with the seal 
of the Roman Emperor. The 
purpose was to protect, or pre-
serve what was in the tomb 
from any outside interference. 
And when the Holy Spirit 
seals us, he comes into our 
lives to preserve us and protect 

us from outside influences. 
That doesn`t mean we won`t 
face pain and suffering in our 
lives here on this earth, but it 
does insure that nothing can 
keep us from our ultimate in-
heritance. 
# An indication of a completed 
transaction 
Whenever a business transac-
tion was completed - the pur-
chase of a parcel of land, for 
instance - the parties involved 
would seal the legal docu-
ments to indicate that the 
transaction was complete. 
When the Holy Spirit seals us, 
he reminds us that just before 
he gave up His life on the 
cross, Jesus said, It is finished. 
The Holy Spirit seals us to 
make it clear that there is 
nothing else that we need to 
do to earn our inheritance. Je-
sus already completed that 
transaction on the cross. 
# He is a down payment 
If we buy something large on 
credit a house or car, for ex-
ample the lender requires us to 
make a down payment It is the 
guarantee that there is more to 
come. And in most cases, 
there is a lot more to come 
usually several times the 
amount of the down pay-

ment :…The Holy Spirit guar-

antee that there are more to 
come ,our inheritance in 
heaven.
