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for one dollar each week and
send it to the family. You would
think that a settlement of $936
would be a good deal in the light
of $1.5 million.-At first paying
one dollar a week was easy, but
after a while, writing a check in
the name of the girl he had killed
began to dominate his thinking.
Every week went to depression,
thinking about the girl he had
killed.

After years of this, he finally quit
making the payments. The family
took him back to court and or-
dered him to resume making pay-
ments. In the last six or seven
years, he quit making payments
four or five times. However, each
time he was taken back to court
and again made to resume mak-
ing payments.

The family said they were not
angry anymore, but they just
wanted to remind him of what he
had done.

If you think about it, the family is
in bondage as well as the man
making the payments. Every
week they get a check that re-
minds them of their loss, so in a
sense, they can’t put their daugh-
ter’s death behind them either.
The man is now suing the family
for what he calls “cruel and un-
usual punishment.” He says,
“This is killing me! It’s destroy-
ing my life! I can never put the
past behind me and go on with
my life.”
