This story tells about a woman who falls 
deeply in love to Jesus, which compelled 
her to show her deep love in action. Peo-
ple were watching and some of them 
were embarrassed, but she kept on 
anointing and kissing the feet of Jesus. 
She was not ashamed to show her love 
for Jesus. 
I. Two characters that Jesus encoun-
tered: 
1) Simon  
a) Pharisee; religious person 

b) sin a little- who believes that he’s 
good person who does not need to be  
forgiven much 
c) self righteous- who is busy finding the 
sin of others that he cannot see his  
own guilt 
2) Woman 
a) sinner, cast away, and refused by so-
ciety  
b) prostitute, she is just an object for 
other satisfaction 
c) a lonely person 
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d) hopeless person 
e) lives everyday in the dark, no 
direction 
f) she cannot enjoy the blessing 
of family 
g) etc. 
Both of them are sinners that can-
not save themselves. 
II. Jesus showed His grace to 
both of them 
1) Jesus made Himself available. 
(v. 36): One of the Pharisees de-
sired him that he would eat with 
him. It appears that this Pharisee 
did not believe in Christ, for he 
will not own him to be a prophet 
(v. 39), and yet our Lord Jesus 
accepted his invitation, went into 
his house, and sat down to eat. 
Christ being reproached as a 
friend to publicans and sinners, to 
show that it was only for their 
good, and to bring them to repen-
tance. 
2) Jesus accepted, welcomed and 
loved the woman, while Simon 
rejected, judged and condemned 
the woman. Jesus allowed the 
woman to touch Him. Jesus 
Christ will never reject anybody 
who come to Him. 
3) Jesus being the defender of the 
penitent. Christ knew what the 
Pharisee spoke within himself, 
and made answer to it: Simon, I 
have something to say unto thee, 
v. 40. 
It is true this woman has been a 
sinner: he knows it; but she is a 
pardoned sinner. 
4) Jesus that favors and forgive 
sinners (v.47-48) That the God of 
heaven is ready to forgive, 
frankly to forgive, poor sinners, 
upon gospel terms, though their 
debt be ever so great. God has 
proclaimed his name gracious 
and merciful, and ready to for-
give sin. Forgiveness is a gra-
cious gift of God, The greatest 

miracle God ever performs. It 
cost very little for God to heal the 
sick, but it cost His Son on a 
cross for Him to forgive sinners. 
That’s how God showed His 
great love to all. If we repent, and 
believe in Christ, our iniquity 
shall not be our ruin, it shall not 
be laid to our charge. 
The forgiveness that Jesus gives: 
a) Freedom to enjoy life that is 
abundance. John 10:10 
b) Eternal life and passed from 
eternal death. John 5:24 
5) Jesus doesn’t look the woman 
as a prostitute but: 
a) Jesus sees her someone who is 
holy and blameless 
b) Jesus sees her as a new crea-
tion, the old has gone the new has 
come. 
The women felt the forgiving 
power of God in her life. She 
wanted to respond in anyway she 
could.(v.38) Her love for Jesus 
was not duty, but love, an over-
flowing thanksgiving for the free-
dom she felt. She was over-
whelmed by God’s love and for-
giveness.  
Just like the story goes like this, 
one man went to a slave auction, 
when he saw a young black girl 
being sold. So he entered the bid-
ding . The bidding went back and 
forth until he won, paid the price 
and purchased her. The girl asked 
him what he was going to do 
with her. He said he was going to 
set her free. In disbelief, she 
asked him if he really meant it. 
He said yes, and told her she was 
free to go . Right away, she told 
him she wanted to stay with him, 
because he was the man that set 
her free.
